Pertinent to all publications, journalists shall, Fere[z:}/ abide by the guiding principles andvalues establisked by the Gonstitution,
as well as the provisions of applicable Jaw, and shall, in performing their professional duties, remain committed to common
standards of journafism ethics, inchuding standards of integrity, honesty, truthfulness, and professional code of ethics, in a
manner that shal maintain and uphold the socictal values andideals.

Jdeals must be sustained and’ upheld, and pubfications
repugnant to these should be stopped.
